DECISION ON THE FUTURE ORGANISATION OF PRIMARY SCHOOLS IN WALTON AND HERSHAM
Following recent consultation, the Cabinet Member for Children and Learning has decided to implement the proposals for Bell Farm Junior School, Burhill Infants School and Grovelands Infant School as set out below. 

Bell Farm Junior School will change from a junior school with a published admission number (‘PAN’) of 120 at Year 3 to an all-through primary school with a PAN at reception in 2012 of 30, rising in 2013 to 60 and in 2014 thereafter to a PAN of 90. It is planned that new permanent accommodation would be provided at the school to enable this change in 2013. 

Grovelands School will change from an infant school with a Yr R PAN of 90 to an all through primary school from 2014 with a Yr R PAN of 60. New junior provision would be created at the school from 2014. 

Burhill Community Infant School will changes from an infant school that admits 90 pupils at Year R to an all through primary school from 2014. The school would continue to admit 90 pupils at Year R and new junior provision would be created at the school from 2014.

Does this affect applications for primary places in 2012?

This does not change the admissions arrangements for 2012 at Grovelands School or Burhill Infant School. Bell Farm will be a primary school from September 2012 and will open a new reception class for September 2012. Any parents wishing to apply for this school may do so in the normal way either online or by obtaining a preference form by emailing schoolbooklets@surreycc.gov.uk or calling 0300 200 1015. The deadline for all infant/junior/primary applications is 15 January 2012.
